No 
company that is a supplier, service 
provider or original equipment manufac-
turer may attend the show or any aspect 
thereof unless exhibit space is contract-
ed. NSSEA reserves the right to require 
those violating this rule to leave the 
event immediately. Trade publications 
are not permitted to solicit advertising 
unless exhibit space is contracted.

Press Policy
Any outside press representative wishing 
access to the show must first check in 
with the NSSEA Registration Desk at the 
show in order to obtain a proper badge 
for access to the exhibit hall and other 
show events. Media registration privi-
leges and credentials are limited to 
editors, reporters, and photographers. 
Credentials will NOT be extended to 
those in management, public affairs, 
public relations, or marketing. Publica-
tions wishing to sell advertising space or 
other services at NSSEA events to 
exhibitors or attendees must reserve 
exhibit space.
