Who is allowed to "shop" at the Resource Centers?

What are the fees for shopping at a Resource Center?

School supplies at the Resource Centers are provided at no charge to the teachers, the students, or the schools. The Kids In Need Foundation is able to provide this free service because of the sponsorship and participation of many generous businesses.

How does The Kids In Need Foundation obtain Resource Center merchandise?

The Foundation actively solicits and accepts donations year-round in the form of monetary donations; excess inventory; unsalable, returned or slightly damaged merchandise; outdated and tradeshow products. Since the Kids In Need Foundation is a 501 (c)(3) charitable organization, all donations are tax deductible to the fullest extend allowed by law. In some cases, that means up to two times the manufacturer's cost.
What types of merchandise are available at the Resource Centers?

Kids In Need makes every effort to have basic school supplies – pencils, filler paper, pens, crayons, markers, spiral notebooks, glue sticks, scissors, erasers, construction paper, and rulers – available at all times. Because we receive donations from many different companies, other materials available at the Resource Centers vary and can include computer software, educational toys and crafts, children's books, art supplies, and more.

Treasures 4 Teachers is located in Tempe, Arizona. They have been helping students and teachers in the greater Phoenix area for six years. In July of 2010, a storm hit Tempe, AZ and left Treasures 4 Teachers without a building or the supplies needed to continue their mission of serving students and teachers. They are now in a new facility but had to start over after not only losing a building, but also the product donations they had collected.
