Call for Grant Requests Guidelines

Overview:

The Education Excellence Foundation of the National School Supply and Equipment Association is soliciting grant request from our members for 501(c)3 organizations in which members and/or their employees are actively involved.  The grant will be supported by a portion of the proceeds received from the Silent Auction event held during the 2006 NSSEA School Products Expo, March 2 – March 3, 2006.  The Foundation would like to award a total amount of $10,000.00 to one or more organization(s) based on the proceeds received.

Application & Deadline:
A current NSSEA member or employee of an NSSEA member company must distribute the application(s) to the 501(c)3 organization(s) it wishes to nominate.  The NSSEA member or employee must be actively involved with the organization(s) and must submit the completed application(s).

The application(s) must be typed and completed in full by the nominated organization(s).   Application(s) must include NSSEA member company name, representative name and signature of sponsoring NSSEA member or employee and date.

NSSEA member or employee must also send a letter, with application(s), describing company/employee involvement with organization(s).

The deadline for applying for a grant is January 31, 2006.  Applications must be submitted to Lori Thomas, NSSEA Education Excellence Foundation, 8380 Colesville Road, Suite 250, Silver Spring, MD  20910.

Criteria:
The organization must be classified as a 501(c)3 community service organization.

The organization must serve children and/or families from low-income households – typically 80% of the participants come from low-income households.  

The organizations must also incorporate one or more fundamentals such as education based programs, mentoring programs, and/or serving to provide a better life for children at risk (i.e. food service, clothing, and/or shelter).

The organization must submit information showing how it intends to apply the award toward serving the community through its programs.  

Selection Process:
Applications will be reviewed for completed content by Foundation staff.  Application must have signature of the program director or other supervisor.  

Foundation Committee members will judge applications.

Grant recipient(s) will be selected in February 2006.  

The Foundation will award grants to one or more organization(s) based on the proceeds received from the Silent Auction held in March 2006.  Grant recipients will be notified of the amount of grant award in April 2006.
