Thomas- http://thomas.loc.gov This site has all actions on bills and you search by number – you would plug in HR 1 for example. It will provide every action including hearing dates and any votes.  

Laws- www.gpoacess.gov/plaws/index.html - This will publish all laws that have passed search by number only don’t use S or HR 
Pick up hard copies of your bills two to three days after they are introduced. After that you can find the paper versions at these locations.  

House Bills

House Legislative Research Center – Gerald Ford House Building – opposite the Federal Center SW Metro stop. Pick up in person, or order by phone (202) 226-5200 or fax (202) 226-4362.  Only 12 documents, one copy each allowed.

Senate Bills

Senate Document Room – B-04 Hart Building. Pick up in person or fax only, fax number (202) 228-2815. Only 5 documents, one copy of each allowed. 

Speaker Pelosi reserved bill numbers H.R. 1 through H.R. 10 for legislation  to be introduced at a later date. It is expected that one will address interest rates on student loans under Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and may address such related issues as annual Pell Grant amounts; see http://edworkforce.house.gov/micro/studentloans.shtml. 

S. 7 (Reid, Nevada), introduced  to amend Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and other laws and provisions and urge Congress to make college more affordable through increased Federal Pell Grants and providing more favorable student loans and other benefits (Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions). 

S. 152 (Boxer, Cal.), introduced to amend the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to establish a program to help States expand the educational system to include at least 1 year of early education preceding the year a child enters kindergarten (Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions

S. 164 (Kennedy, Mass.), introduced to modernize the education system of the United States (Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions). [What does this mean?]

H.R. 35 (Ehlers, Michigan), introduced the "Science Accountability Act", to amend the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to require the use of science assessments in the calculation of adequate yearly progress (Education and Labor); press release at http://www.house.gov/apps/list/press/mi03_ehlers/010407STEMbills.html. 

H.R 36 (Ehlers, Michigan), introduced he "National Science Education Tax Incentive for Teachers Act", to amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to encourage teachers to pursue teaching math and science subjects at elementary and secondary schools (Ways and Means); press release at http://www.house.gov/apps/list/press/mi03_ehlers/010407STEMbills.html. 

H.R. 37 (Ehlers, Michigan), introduced the "National Science Education Tax Incentive for Businesses Act", to amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to encourage businesses to improve math and science education at elementary and secondary schools (Ways and Means); press release at http://www.house.gov/apps/list/press/mi03_ehlers/010407STEMbills.html. 

H.R. 38 (Ehlers, Michigan), introduced the "Math and Science School Readiness Act", to amend the Head Start Act to improve the math and science readiness of disadvantaged children (Education and Labor); press release at http://www.house.gov/apps/list/press/mi03_ehlers/010407STEMbills.html. 

H.R. 53 (Christensen, Virgin Islands), introduced to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to enter into a long-term lease with the Government of the United States Virgin Islands to provide land on the island of Saint John, Virgin Islands, for the establishment of a school (Natural Resources). 

H.R. 54 (Christensen, Virgin Islands), introduced to expand the eligibility of individuals to qualify for loan forgiveness for teachers in order to provide additional incentives for teachers currently employed or seeking employment in economically depressed rural areas, Territories, and Indian Reservations (Education and Labor). 

H.R. 88 (Biggert, Illinois), introduced to amend Title V of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to raise awareness of eating disorders and to create educational programs concerning the same (Education and Labor; Energy and Commerce). 

H.R. 171 ( Lee, Cal.) introduced to amend the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to direct the Secretary of Education to make grants to States for assistance in hiring additional school-baed mental health and student service providers (Education and Labor).

H.R. 172 (Lee, Cal.) introduced to assist teachers and public safety officers in obtaining affordable housing (Financial Services).

H.R. 193 (Paul, Texas) introduced to amend the IRS Code of 1986 to makd higher education more affordable by providing a full tax deduction for higher education expenses and interest on student loans (Ways and Means).

H.R. 200 (Rothman NJ) introduce to enable America’s schools to use their computer hardware to increase student achievement and prepare students for the 21st century workplace (Education and Labor).

H.R. 209 (Serrano, NY) introduced to authorize the appropriation of funds to used to recruit, hire, and train 100,000 new classroom paraprofessionals in order to improve educational achievement for children (Education and Labor)

H.R. 212 (Serrano, NY)  introduced to permit members of the House of Representatives to donate used computer equipment to public elementary and secondary schools designated by the members (Administration).
 H.R. 244 (Weller, Illinois), introduced the "Technology Retraining And Investment Now (TRAIN) Act" to amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to allow a credit against income for certain education and training expenses (Ways and Means); 

 
H.R. 262 (Jackson-Lee, Texas), introduced to require the Secretary of Education to conduct a study and submit to Congress a report on methods for identifying and treating children with dyslexia in kindergarten through third grade (Education and Labor.). 


H.R. 280 (Susan Davis, Cal.), introduced the "National Board-Certified Teachers in Low-Performing Schools Act of 2007", to establish a pilot program to encourage certification of teachers in low-income, low-performing public elementary and secondary schools by the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards (Education and Labor);  

 
H.R. 318 (Terry, Nebraska) introduced to amend the Impact Aid program under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to improve the distribution of school construction payments to better meet the needs of military and Indian land school districts (Education and Labor); 

 
H.J. Res. 11 (Emerson, Missouri), introduced a joint resolution proposing an amendment to the Constitution of the United States relating to voluntary school prayer (Judiciary). 

 

H. Res. 29 (Susan Davis, Cal.), introduced a resolution supporting the goals and ideals of National Mentoring Month 2007 (Education and Labor).
S. 224 (Dodd, D-CT), introduced the "Standards to Provide Educational
Achievement for Kids (SPEAK) Act", to create or adopt, and implement,
rigorous and voluntary American education content standards in mathematics
and science covering kindergarten through grade 12, and to provide for the
assessment of student proficiency benchmarked against such standards
(Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions); statement and text of bill at S294

H.R. 325 (Ehlers,Michigan), introduced "Standards to Provide Educational
